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DAY 1 - �DUNFERMLINE ABBEY, PITLOCHRY AND 
STRATHSPEY RAILWAY

9.30AM Our tour pick-up point is the 5* Virgin hotel, 
Edinburgh. From here we set off north, over 
the Forth Road bridge, taking in views of the 
spectacular red hexagonal rail bridge. We 
stop at Dunfermline to discover the history of 
Dunfermline Abbey. The Abbey Church is the 
centrepiece of Dunfermline, one of the oldest 
settlements in Scotland and once its proud 
capital. The history of The Abbey is entwined 
with that of Scotland itself, as Dunfermline was 
the burial site of the Scottish monarchs after the 
island of Iona. Afterwards we travel to Pitlochry 
where we have a lunch stop.

AFTERNOON We continue further north towards Aviemore 
and take a journey on the Strathspey Railway, 
a historic steam train that passes along the 
top of the beautiful Cairngorm Mountain range. 
Then it is onwards to the hotel.
